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In the late ‘50s, the hospital was renovated to house Notre Dame High 
School.   When that jewel was lost, George Carr, a developer and member of 
St. Pius X Church, filled that entire block with a retirement center, fittingly 
named “St. Leo’s Place.”

Greensboro Churches
When my wife’s family (the Berrys) moved from Kentucky in 1912, there 

were parishioners of St. Benedict who had attended our first church named 
Saint Agnes.  It was located about where our new library stands. Father Gib-
bons dedicated it in 1877.  The Benedictines took over in 1888. In 1899, it 
moved to a bigger church at Elm and Smith Streets and was renamed St. 
Benedict.  The old church building was sold to the city’s Board of Education as 
one of Greensboro’s first public high schools

In 1940, the front of the church on Elm Street had steel rails that car-
ried the 1890 electric trolley out to State St. When Elm and Smith St. were 
widened, it took the splendid stone staircase from St. Benedict Church. 
However, the funds received from the lost property paid for the removal of the 
tiny frame rectory and parish hall and replaced it with the large brick structure 
adjoining the church today.

Abbot Vincent Taylor OSB, dearly loved St. Benedict’s parish. He was a 
frequent visitor before being named Abbot in 1925.   He had two sisters living 
here, Lucy and Mary (who was blind).  They were secretaries to Julian Price, 
CEO of Jefferson Life Insurance Company.  With his estate and the gener-
osity of his daughter, Kathleen Bryan and his son, Ralph Price, Our Lady of 
Grace Church was built to honor the memory of wife and mother, Ethel Clay 
Price. 

In 1972, the Paulist Fathers founded St. Paul the Apostle Church. The 
Passionist Fathers began Saint Mary’s Negro Mission Church. Thomas Berry, 
who would later joined this Order, spent his summer vacations helping Father 
Michael. When the Vincentian Fathers took over in the late 30’s, they received 
the bishop’s permission to use the name Our Lady of the Miraculous Medal. 
The nuns from Emmitsburg taught in this school. Like all the other mission 
schools, over the next decade it was closed and the integrated church assumed 
its original name.  The Vincentians are still in charge of St. Mary’s Church and 
currently has a growing Hispanic membership.

Greensboro was still a small town. It did not have a “square” with a statue 
and Civil War cannon. So, citizens gave that name to the intersection of Elm 
and Market streets. On one corner stood our first skyscraper, the Jefferson 
Standard home office. By far, the busiest building in town was the railway sta-
tion. Even as late as the 1940’s, the city had more than two dozen train arrivals 
every day.  That is how it earned the name “Gate City.”

Our First Parochial School
St. Benedict Parochial School was a two story family home on Smith 

Street across from the church.  As with our hospital, the Daughters of Charity 
favored our city by agreeing to send teachers (their Order staffed a total of 33 
other parochial schools).  The nuns lived upstairs and taught 3-8 grades down-
stairs, first and second grades in the parish hall behind the church. 

The two boys in the second graduating class skipped school on the class 
photograph day; they did not want their picture “with those four girls.” They 

were Andy Schlosser (recently de-
ceased) and the future Father Thomas 
Berry.

I can still picture that tiny nun, 
with her “flying-nun” headdress 
stopping traffic on busy Elm Street, 
as her two dozen tots filed across.  
When St. Pius X School opened, 
our eighth grade safety patrol was 
kept busy as crosswalk guards at Elm 
and Cornwallis (back when children 
walked to school). Our family dog, 
Jackie, would come 7 blocks every 
day to meet our children proudly 
escorting them home!

In this growth story, this tiny 
school contributed a lot more native 
born vocations than its size would 
suggest. There was Monsignor Joseph 
Showfety who served as Chancel-
lor for our first Bishop of Charlotte, 
Michael Begley.   Then there was 
Monsignor John Wall serving in the 
Raleigh Diocese; he was recently 
called out of retirement to be pastor 
of the Newman Center in Chapel 
Hill.  Father Joseph Vetter is still ac-
tive at the Duke University Student 
Center. He is brother to St. Pius X 
parishioner Rita Scearce.  William N. 
Berry, Jr. took the name “Thomas” at 
his ordination (my brother-in-law). 
His seven brothers and five sisters 
never stopped calling him “Brother.”   
His forty five nieces and nephews 
only knew him as “Uncle Brother.” 
No wonder Johnny Hammer, another 
St. Pius X parishioner, called him 
“Father Uncle Brother.” He had to 
publish four books on the ecology of 
the earth before folks started calling 
him ‘Thomas.’

My youngest brother, Bob, 
always wanted to be a priest.  With 
the encouragement of Monsignor 
Dolan, he attended Minor Seminary 
(high school) in Baltimore.  He went 
until one year from ordination in 
the seminary. Then Bishop Waters 
stunned him with the message that

Cholesterol: The Top 5 Foods That May 
Help Lower Your Numbers
›�������������������

Soluble fiber appears to reduce the absorption of cholesterol in your 
intestines. Ten grams or more of soluble fiber a day may decrease your total 
and LDL cholesterol. Oatmeal contains soluble fiber, which reduces your low 
density lipoprotein (LDL), the “bad” cholesterol. Eating 1 1/2 cups of cooked 
oatmeal provides 6 grams of fiber. Soluble fiber is also found in such foods as 
kidney beans, apples, pears, psyllium, barley and prunes. 

�������������������������
Studies have shown that walnuts can significantly reduce blood choles-

terol. Rich in polyunsaturated fatty acids, walnuts also help keep blood vessels 
healthy and elastic. Almonds and some other nuts appear to have a similar ef-
fect. According to the FDA, eating about a handful (1.5 ounces) a day of most 
nuts may reduce your risk of heart disease. But all nuts are high in calories, so 
a handful will do.

Research has supported the cholesterol lowering benefits of eating fatty 

fish because of its high levels of omega 3 fatty acids. Doctors recommend 
eating at least two servings of fish a week. The highest levels of omega 3 fatty 
acids are in mackerel, lake trout, herring, sardines, albacore tuna and salmon. If 
you don’t like fish, you can also get omega 3 fatty acids from foods like ground 
flaxseed or canola oil. You can take an omega 3 or fish oil supplement to get 
some of the beneficial effects. Check with your doctor about the appropriate 
amount for you before using omega 3 or fish oil supplements.

›��������
Olive oil contains a potent mix of antioxidants that can lower your “bad” 

(LDL) cholesterol but leave your “good” (HDL) cholesterol untouched. To 
add olive oil to your diet, you can sauté vegetables in it, add it to a marinade, 
or mix it with vinegar as a salad dressing. The FDA reports that there is 
limited evidence that using about 2 tablespoons of olive oil a day may produce 
heart healthy benefits.

�������������������������
Foods are now available that have been fortified with sterols or stanols — 

substances found in plants that help block the absorption of cholesterol. Mar-
garines, orange juice and yogurt drinks fortified with plant sterols may help 
reduce LDL cholesterol by more than 10 percent. According to the American 
Heart Association, use of foods containing plant sterols should be reserved for 
adults requiring lower total and LDL cholesterol levels, because they are at 
high risk of -- or have had -- a heart attack. 

Consider your diet first before making changes to your diet; think about 
cutting back on the types and amounts of fats you eat, which can raise your 
cholesterol. That way, you’ll improve your cholesterol levels and health overall. 
If you are curious as to how your diet measures up, a Registered Dietitian can 
help.
